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1- Establish "The Islamic Capitals and Cities Observatory of Environment and Sustainable Development", which its mission is to monitor all environmental experiences in Islamic capitals and cities, and to follow-up their environmental activities, including the following:

      1-1- Monitor the environmental problems.

      1-2- Set up a package of environmental and developmental indicators.

      1-3- Review the legislations related to environment.

2-  Prepare the "Environmental Index for Sustainable Development Strategy" in the light of principles of Shariah laws.

3-  Call for expanding the building of "Green Cities" in Islamic capitals and cities and encourage the planting of forest trees by using the treated sanitary drainage water and provide the appropriate legislative tools to secure its continuation.

4-  The Islamic capitals and cities shall adopt the use of economical, educational and media awareness tools and incentives because they are considered as the most effective environmental policies that lead to voluntary compliance to environmental legislations.

5-  Encourage municipal and local authorities to adopt the initiatives of waste recycling and reusing of treated sanitary drainage in a way that achieves the environmental sustainability.

6-  Use the sustainable and renewable energies to protect resources and energy and keep the rights of future generations.
